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Abstract

This research had the first ;bjective to develop learning sources in the educational institution in
two aspects: the academic aspect which comprised the library and the computer laboratory; the academic
support aspect which comprised the forest garden, the sufficient agriculture garden. The second objective
was to study recommendations on learning sources which help instruction in schools or organizations
which need to develop learner-centered learning sources. The population and the sample were 15 co-
researchers, 50 key informants obtained through purposive sampling. The research methodology
employed the principles of action research as designed by Kemmis and McTaggart. The research had 4
steps: planning, action, observation, and reflection. The instruments for data collection included an
observation form, a record of data, an interview form, and a questionnaire. The data analysis was divided
into two analyses. One was an analysis of the quality development operation. The analysis was on the
strategies and activities of the strategies to see whether or not the activities carried out could meet the
objectives. The form of analysis was descriptive analysis and the presentation of the research results was
also a descriptive analysis. The other analysis was quantitative. It was an analysis of the objectives of
development. The analysis employed basic statistics which included percentage, mean, and standard
deviation,
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researcher and the co-researchers were able to manage the development according to the plan. Four more
bases of learning sources were built. They were: the library base, the computer l_abc_)_ratory base, the forest
géfdén baée, aﬁd tiie sufficient agriculture base, The learning atmosphere became better and was admired
by visitors. The teachers and the students used the learning sources to worth the expense. They learned
how to seck knowledge independently according to their interest. From the development of learning
sources in educational institutions for leamer-centered learning organization, the sample had their opinion
on the state and development of learning sources in educational institutions for learner-centered learning
organization, on the whole, in the high level. The average was 4.61. The level of satisfaction of students in
grade 1 to 6 on the development and the use of the learning sources, on the whole, was in the highest

Ievel. It had an average of 4.56.
