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Abstract

The purposes of this research aimed to : firstly, study the level of necessity in
performing the local literature learning process, secondly, develop the local literature by
using knowledge management process and thirdly, obtain the local literature learning
process that had been harmonized in the context and within the needs of the
community. The target group of this research, selected through purposive sampling, was
comprised of 27 Mathayom Suksa 3 students at Ban Mekdum School, the first
semester of the academic year 2009, Office of Maha Sarakham Educational Service
Are Zone 2 and 3 local indigenous people. The instruments used in the research were
:a form surveying the needs related fo the local literature learning through the use of
knowledge management 2) focus group discussion 3) storytelling 4) knowledge assets
5} core competence synthesis 6) post action review form 7) lesson distillation and 8)
information dissemination from participant discussion. The statistics used for analyzing

data were percentage, mean and standard deviation.
The results of the research were as follows :

1. The level of the need in performing the local literature learning
was given by the three groups of informants: 1} teachers at Ban Mekdum School 2)
Mathayom Suksa 3 students’ guardians and local indigenous people 3) Mathayom Suksa
3 students at Ban Mekdum School. The total of the informants was 193 people. There

were 79 males (40.93%) of the total. According to age, most of them were 10-20 years




old (40.41%). Considering the educational qualification, the largest percentage of the
sample had graduated lower secondary school (43%). Most of the informants wanted to

arrange for the performing of the local literature learning in order to maintain local

culture. The highest average of the three groups (4.58 of rating scale) indicated that
this will be able to develop the students in order to be involved in the community. 79
people (40.93 %) wanted to arrange the learning activities through the use of
“Sorapunya Rhythm Style”. The two issues were suggested : the duration of arranging
the activities should be flexible in order to be suitable to each activity, and local
indigenous people should be mindful of social manners in order to behave suitably
regarding both personnel and places.

2. The five activities to develop the local literature learning process
were: 1) stéryteHing 2) knowledge assets 3) core competence synthesis 4) post action
review form and 5) lesson distillation.

3. The four main steps of local literature learning process that had
been harmonized in the context and with the need of the community were to: 1)
study the needs of local literature learning 2) design activity for local literature
learning 3) the local literature learning process itself and 4) assessment of the local

literature learning process.
