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Abstract

The objectives of the present study were ; investigate problem and level of moral,
ethic, and good value of students in grade 1 -2, 2)develop moral ethic, and good value of
students in grade 1—2 responding to fundamenta! educational standard criteria Action
Research were used. Seventy six researchers and research participants were researchers,
administrators, and 11 teachers of the students grade rank ! —2, and target group included 36
students class rank 1, 40 students class rank 2 and 68 Key informants. The present study
implemented form Jane 2009 to October 2009. The research tool used were questionnaires,
interview forms, observation checklists, and focus group. The data were analyzed
consequence as follows ;

Phase 1 : Data were analyzed from observation, interview, and survey student
behaviour class rank 1 —2 by the classroom teacher how much problem her student has.

Phase 2 : Data analysis form moral, ethic, and good value development and present
research results using descriptive analysis.

The research results found that status of the problem and {evels of moral practical
behaviour of moral ethic and good value of students in class rank 1 —2 found that some of
the students in class rank 1—2 and in some groups behave inappropriately because they lack
of moral, ethic as stated in the standard of fundamental education. Form the development

of moral, ethic, and good value of students in class rank 1 —2 as stated in standard of




fundamental education criteria using 4 strategics which are strategies in training about
students mental, teaching strategies by intervening in all learning essential groups, strategies
in accessing to dharma and monks, and strategies in promoting and develop moral and ethic
of the students. It was found that most of the target group gained knowledge and
understanding in dharma and fundamental of lord Buddha ‘s teaching that consists of
behaviour in good ethic and their behaviour change positively. They can behave and
practice themselves as being good people in reality. They learn bout meaningful issues
around them. They can meet their needs and interests. This can be affected the behaviour
of the majority of the students that they have possibilitics to express as being good people
as stated in ins areas of the standard of fundamental education which are discipline
responsibilities, honesty, gratefulness towards good people they fecl grateful for, mercy, give
and share, and property saving.

The research results showed that development of moral, ethic as stated in standard
of fundamental education in the area of student quality. This needs to studey the
fundamental data, levels of moral, cthic of the students as in real. It is necessary fo
manage the related people in development participation. This can be done by finding the
ways to help students aware of moraland ethic for all people involved. As a result, to
help students practice and teachers and related personnel behaviour. This can be important
factor in developing the quality of the students to meet the standard of the fundamental

education in quality of the students that aimed to help students good, intelligent, and happy.
