Teaching Procedure

Warm up

1. Activate students learning with games using physical gestures for 3-5 minutes. {Based
on Multiple Intelligence Theory : kinesthetic, musical, interpersonal intelligences)

2. Teacher shows all of the pictures vocabulary on the chart then asks students about the
vocabulary. {Based on Multiple Intetligence Theory : visual/spatial, verbal/linguistic,
logical/mathematical intelligences)

Teaching Process :
1. The teacher explains the concept of short term and long term memory and the

important circumstances for etfective long terin memorization.

1. Give students pre-test about the vocabulary of nouns from their memorization then
{iscuss to them the answer. (Based on Multiple Intelligence Theory : verbalflinguistic,
ogical/mathematical and interpersonal intelligences)

2. Show the picture of nouns and let students guess the meaning of the vocabulary. Get
students to talk about the picture they see. In the chart on the blackboard students tell the
cocabulary as much as they can recognize. (Based on Multiple Intelligence Theory :
isual/spatial, verbal / linguistic, interpersonal and logical/mathematicat intelligences)

3. The teacher explains the 3 steps of the teaching method :

Step 1 : Start learning through watching and listening (picture & sound) to word
zroups from the video 3 times as follows :

Step 2 : The students read vocabulary using the video and text to associate the
sicture and text from step 1 to activate the students remembering effectively.
Step 3 : The students spell vocabulary using the video.

(Based on Multiple Intelligence Theory - visual /spatial, verbal / linguistic
Jogical/mathematical intelligences)

6. In pairs, students identify the vocabulary countable and uncountable nouns they see in
the picture then they complete the sentences. (Based on Multiple Intelligence Theory :

7. Students do the grammar exercises on their textbook as a homework and discuss the
answers the next period. (Based on Multiple Intelligence Theory . verballlinguistic,

logical/mathematical and interpersonal intelligences)
