ABSTRACT

The research aimed to study the satisfaction of teachers and students through monk
teachers who teach morals in school under the office of Maha Sarakham Educational Service
Area Office 1. The sample consisted of 74 teachers, 847 students in three school size (large,
medium and small school size) selected by multi-stage random sampling technique. The research
instrument was 57 items rating scale questionnaire with reliability value 0.7623. The statistic
used for analyzing the collected data were percentage , mean, standard deviation and t- test

(Independent samples).
Results of the research were as follow:

1. The satisfaction of teacher and students through monk teachers who teach morals
in school grade 4-9 was at a high level totally and partially.

2. The satisfaction of teacher and students through monk teachers who teach moral
in school considered by position was at a high level totally and partially.

3. The satisfaction of teacher and students through monk teachers who teach morals
in considered by school size was at a high level totally and partially

4, The satisfaction of teacher and students through monk teachers who teach morals
totally was significant difference at .05 level. Considering to each aspect, the qualification of

monk teacher and the academic competence was significant difference at .05 level.



5. The suggestion about satisfaction of teacher and students throu zh monk teachers
who teach morals in school under the office of Maha Sarakham Educational Service Area
Office 1. were the moral room should be separated, the teachers should prepare natural material
and modern teaching aid such as projector slide and set co-curricular activities, schools should
