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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to develop practice exercises on skills in reading and
spelting words with irregular vocables in the That Jearning strand for Prathomsueksa grade 4 with a
required efficiency of 80/80, to find out an effectivencss index of the practice exercises on skills in
reading and spelling words with irregular vocables, fo compare learning achievements blfore
learning and after learning by using the practice exercises on skills in reading and spelling words
with irregular vocables, and to exaiaine students® satisfaction with learning by using the practice
exercises on skills in reading and spelling words with irregular vocables in the Thai learning strand.
The focus group used in the study consisted of 35 Prathomsucksa 4 students at Ban Nong Bua Kut
0 school, Amphoe Wapi Pathum Under The Office of Meha Sarakham Educational Service Area
Zone 2 in the academic year 2009, obtained by using the purposive sampling technique. The
instruments for the study were 10 plans for organization leaming in supplement to the practice
exercises on skills in reading and spelling words with irregular vocables, 10 sets of practice
exercises on skills in reading and spelling words with irregular vocables, a 30-item 4-choice
achievement test with discriminating powers ranging 0.25-0.78 and a reliability of 0.81, and a 15-
item scale on students’ satisfaction after learning by using practice exercises on skills in reading
and spelling words with irregular vocables with discriminating powers ranging 0.46-0.85 and a
reliability of 0.92. The statistics used for analyzing the collected data were percentage mean, and

standard deviation.



The study findings were as follows :
1. All of the 10 sets of practice exercises on skills in reading and spelling words with

irregular vocables in the Thai learning strand for Prathomsueksa 4 had a process efficiency of 86,13

and anoutcome efficiency of 84.37 which were higher than the established Tequirement of 80/80, "

showing that the students had learning developments in skills in reading and spelling words with
irregular vocables in conformity with established

2. An effectiveness index of the practice exercises on skills in reading and spelling
words with irregular vocables in the Thai leaming strand for Prathomsueksa 4 was 07118,
meaning that the students increased their knowledge and skills in reading and spelling words at
71.18 percent,

3. Prathomsueksa 4 students who Ieamed by using the practice exercises on skills in
reading and spelling words with irregular vocables in the Thai learning strand had higher leaming
achievements leaming than those who leamed by using the plans for organization of traditional
learning at the .05 level of statistical significance.

4. Prathomsueksa 4 students who learned by using the practice exercises on skills in
reading and spelling words with irregular vocables in the Thai learning strand showed their
satisfaction as overall at a high level (i =4.28) ; and their satisfaction in each of all the items
was at a high level. They were in this order of the first 3 highest to the lowest mean : The student
generates experience in reading and spelling Thai words (i =4.46). The student has practiced
different skills until heishe has understanding of the contents and essences having been learned
