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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this experimental research were to develop the English vocabulary
exercises for learning the foreign languages subject Strands to compare their achievement
and to study their satisfaction with the English Vocabulary Exercises. Subjects for this study
were 17 Prathomsuksa 1 pupils studying in the first semester of the academic year 2007 at
Ban NonSungdonlee Primary School under the Office of Maha Sarakham Educational
Service Area 2. The research instruments were 10 lesson plans,10 English vocabulary
exercises, a 3 - multiple choice achievement test with .89 reliability value, and a
questionnaire. The research statistics used in this study were percentage, mean, standard

deviation and t-test {(Dependent sample)

Findings of the study were as follow :

I. The efficiency index of the English vocabulary exercises was87.53/87.91,

which was higher than the assigned criteria (80/80)

2. The average post-test score of the pupils learning through the use of the English
the vocabulary exercises was significantly higher than the average pre-test score at the .01

level.




3. Regarding satisfaction, the study revealed that their average satisfaction of the

pupils with English vocabulary exercises was high.
