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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to 1) study the children and youth’s states, problems and
needs, 2) develop the reading habit promoting activities and 3) promote the reading habit for
the children and youth in Ban Mo, Muang District, Maha Sarakham Province. The sample
of the research consisted of 20 children and youth, who were 7-15 years old. The data were
collected by the reading habit promotion activities, a rating scale sclf-assessment form,

a structured interview, observation form and minutes of group conversations form which
creatcd by the researcher. The analytical research statistics used mean and percentage.

The research findings :

1. The states, problems and needs of children in Ban Mo Community, Muang
District, Maha Sarakham Province were ; the most of children and youth dislike reading,
there is no the motivated activity, the community leaders and the parents wanted the reading
promoting activities including the community states and their parents were the participants
for evaluation the reading habit.

5 There were 10 reading promotion activities for Ban Mo community ;
1) pocket folk stories of Ban Mo, 2) telling the story by molding, 3) my hometown
recognition card, 4) the way of life sampling card, 5} one news a day, 6) happy idioms for
molding, 7) fun quiz, 8) stories caravan; teaching the younger students how to read, 9) telling
stories from books, and 10) imagine with fun stories reading promotion,

3. The result of the children and youth reading habit activities of Ban Mo

Community found that the reading habit activities motivated their scores in reading habit



aspect at 75% before using the activities, but after using the activities, their score was higher
83.26%. According to the observation form, it found that the sample liked the activities
forms , they were happy, fun, and active, they could operate the activities by themselves,

so they learnt through the operation. The activities improved their Thai language skills;
listening, reading and writing the stories, esp. reading promoted the reading habit by reading
the varieties journals, it became their habit in the future and they could apply their knowledge

for development the quality of their daily life.
