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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this expérimental research were 1. investigate. the role-
playing activities for developing Mathayomsuksa 4 students’ English speaking ability with a
required efficiency of 75/75 2. to find the effectiveness index of Mathayomsuksa 4 student’s
ability in speaking English through role-playing activities. 3. to compare learning before
and after of Mathayomsuksa 4 students® ability in speaking English through role-playing
activities, 4. to study the satisfaction 6f Mathayomsuksa 4 students’ ability in speaking
English through role-playing activities. The sample consisted of 20 students who were
studying in Mattayom Suksa 4, Seesukpittayakhom School, under Mahasarakham Provincial
Administration Organization in the academic year of 2009. The instruments used were the
lesson plans, the pre-post test, the self - rating form, the observation form and the satisfaction
questionnaire, The experiment lasted for 6 weeks, in which 20 lessons 60 minutes were
taught. The data were statistically analyzed through mean (X)), percentage (% ), standard

deviation (S.D.) and t-test (Dependent Samples).
The findings were as follows:

1. It was found that the effectiveness of role-playing activities of developing
Mathayomsuksa 4 students’ English speaking ability was 81.30/77.16

2. The value of the effectiveness regarding indicator of the effectiveness was
0.6017. It indicated that the students gained more knowledge at 60.17 percentage.

3. Regarding to the comparison of the score of the achievement test, it was



found that the post-test score was significantly higher than the pre- test score at the .05 level,
4. The satisfaction with role-playing activities for developing Mathayomsuksa

4 students’ English speaking ability was high.
