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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to investigate and compare levels of operation
of education quality assurance at schools offering class intervals 1-2 under the Office of
Kalasin Educational Service Area Zone 2 as classified according to the status and school
size both as overall and in each aspect. The sample consisted of 335 educational institution
administrators and teachers. The instrument used in the study was a 50-item S-rating seals
questionnaire with a reliability of 0.96 the collected data were analyzed by using a
microcomputer to computerize for percentage, mean, and standard deviation, and t-test and
P-test were employed for comparing differences. Also, statistical significance at the .05
level was used.

The results of the study were as follows :

1. The operation of education quality assurance at school offering class intervals
1-2 under the Office of Kalasin Educational Service Areca Zone 2 as overall was at a high
level. When each aspect was considered, the operation was found to be at a high level,
When each aspect was considered, the operation was found to be at a high level in every
aspect. When classifying according to each status and each school size, the following
were found

1.1 When classifying according to the status, the educational institution

administrators and teachers were found to have operation as overall at a high level, Also,



when each aspect was considered, in was found that the operation was at a high level in
every aspect

1.2 When classifying according to the school size, large-sized schools,
medinm-sized schools and small-sized schools were found to have operation as overall at a
high level. Also, when each aspect was considered, the operation was found to be at a
high level in every aspect.

2. The results of a comparative analysis of levels of operation of education
quality assurance at schools offering class intervals 1-2 under the office of Kalasin
Educational Service Area Zone 2 were as follows :

2.1 When classifying according to the status, the educational institution
administrators and téachers as overall were found to have no different operation. When
each aspect was considered, it was found that in the aspects of making education quality
devaluation there were differences at the .05 level of statistical significance. However, in
the other aspects there were no differences.

2.2 When classifying according to the school size, it was found that the
operation as overall was not different at the .05 level of statistical significance. When each
aspect was considered, it was found that in the aspects of making education quality
development plans, operation according to education quality development plans, education
quality evaluation, and maintenance of education quality assurance systems there were

differences at the .05 level of statistical significance. Whereas, in the other aspects there

were no differences.
