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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the research were to analyze problems of disciplinary assurance
and to develop the disciplinary assurance by using the principles of action research. The
target population was 68 16" grade students and 17 participants consisting of teachers,
members of school committee and parents of students. The research instruments were a

" questionnaire, an interview form and an observation form. The statistics used were mean and
standard deviation. The research methodology consisted of two steps: a contextual study of
the discipline and development of disciplinary assurance.

The research finding indicted that the average level of the problems was high. The
three projects of disciplinary development emphasized on responsibility, cleanliness and
punctuality. The finding revealed that most of the project objectives were successful accept

for having mobile phones at school and cleanliness of clothes.
