ABSTRACT

The research aims to study, compare and study the sample suggestions for the
participation for school-based curriculum development of administrators, lecturers and school
basic education commissions, Maha Sarakham Educational Service Office Areal, discrimination
by schools status and schools size. The research sample consisted of 17 school administrators,
265 teachers and 140 school basic education commissions. The research used Stratified Random
Sampling and Simple Random Sampling. The research instrument used a 45 items rating scale
questionnaire. Its reliability was 0.91. The research statistic used percentage, mean, standard

deviation, ¢ — test and F —test (One — way ANOVA) and Scheffé test.

Findings:

1. Participation for school-based curriculum development of administrators, lecturers and
school basic education commissions, Maha Sarakham Educational service area office I was
moderated for overall section, discrimination by status and schools size ; environment and school
status analysis, curriculum documents study and curriculum course structures of school-based
cutriculum respectively. Considering the schools size found that the participation for school-
based curriculum development of administrators, lecturers and, school basic education

commissions were different size was moderated for overall section and each sections; curriculum



modification and development, curriculum and course structure for school-based curriculum and
curriculum using for teaching and leaming and curriculum management respectively.

2, Comparing result of the participation for school-based curriculum development of
administrators, lecturers and school basic education commissions, discrimination by school status
was different ievel at .05 significant in overall and each section except the forth section:
curriculum monitoring and evaluation was similar,

Considering the schools size, found that the participation for school-based curriculum
development of administrators, lecturers and school basic education commissions who work in
the different size was different level at .05 significant except the second section; environment
analysis and school status evaluate was similar.

3. According the opened-end questionnaire, the administrators, lecturers, and
school basic education commissions suggested that the school-basedcurriculum should be
developed, academic affair should be managed, academic staffs should be improved themselves
and participated the school basic education planning, the administrative system should be
provided and continued, instructional supervision, curriculum monitoring and evaluation should
be provided, seminars and sights seeing should be arranged for the staffs to promote their

awareness. The communities should be invited for school-based curriculum participants.
