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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the research were to develop instructional packages for reading
comprehension skills development based on the 80/80 stand:cudized criteria efficiency, t0
determine an effectiveness index of the instructional package, to compare reading
comprehension skills, and to survey satisfaction of the students with the instructional package
of folktales . The sample subjects were fiftecn Prathom Suksa 6 in 2/2009 at Muang Noi
Kindergarten School under the Office of Maha Sarakham Educational Service Area 2, Yang
Srisurat District. The research instruments were 7 instructional packages of folktales, 7
fesson plans, , a reading comprehension test with .22-.79 difficulty value and .27-.86
discriminant value and .69 reliability vatue. The statistics used were mean, percentage,

standard deviation and t-test (Dependent Sample).

Results of the research

1) The research finding indicated that the value of the instructional package for
reading comprehension skills development was 21.11/82.67, which was higher than the 80/80

standardized criferia.

2) The value of the offectiveness index of the package was 7263 which showed

that the students had 72.63 percent more of the knowledge after using the instructional

package.



3) The average post-test score of reading comprehension skills of the students was
significantly higher than that of the pre-test score af the .01 level.
4) Regarding the satisfaction, it was found that the average level of the satisfaction

of the students with the instructional package was high (X = 4.48, S.D, = .60)
