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ABSTRACT

The objectives.of the research were 1. to study the level of the success of the school
personnel’ local curriculum development in educational institutions attached to Maha Sarakham
Municipality 2. to studying relationship between factors and success of the school personnel’
Tocal curriculum development in educational institutions attached to Maha Sarakham Municipality
3. to search for variables that would be able to predict the success of the school personnel’ local
curriculum development in educational institutions attached to Maha Sarakham Municipality.
The target group in this study consisted of 173 administrators and teachers in educational
institutions attached to Maha Sarakham Municipality. The questionnaires were used for collecting
data. For the analysis of the correlation of variable the researcher used computer program,

Data analysis were descriptive statistic, Pearson's product moment correlation coefficients and

multiple regression analysis method.
Results of the research were as follows :

1. The level of the success of the school personnel” local curriculum development
in educational institutions attached to Maha Sarakham Municipality as follows level of success
in developing a course on many levels (£{=4.01) when considered on a side as follows the third
priority is the highest level of preparation of the course (£{=4.08) improvement and development
(£{=4.03) and the needs of the local ({{ = 4.02) the remaining three aspects is the preparation of
the basic information the target the purpose of learning and the preparation of lesson plans guide

teachers and the media have the same level (£{= 3.98) which all sides are level.



2. The correlations between 13 dependent variables show that 11 variables
correlated with independent variable (the success of local curriculum development) is significant
at the .05 level consisted of community participation (r = .342) roles of basic educational
institutions' board members (r = .295) teachers and administrators development (r = .275)
participation (r = .265) ethical policies (r = .247) durable materials budget (r = .222)
characteristics of administrators and teachers (r = .216) buildings (r = .211) policies (r = .186)
the use of media and technology (r = .169) and selection process and usage of information
resources (r = .158),

3. Factors influence the success of the school personnel’ local curriculum
development in educational institutions attached to Maha Sarakham Municipality with the
significant level at 0.05 level consisted of teachers and administrators development ([} = 0.209)
community participation (B = 0.176) ethical policies (f = 0.154) and characteristics of

administrators and teachers (f = 0.152),
