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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study and compare the problems of school
budget management according to the opinions of school administrators and chiefs of school
budget management under the office of Buriram Primary Education Service Area 1 classified
by positions and school sizes both in total and individual. The research sample group
consisted of 99 school administrators and 99 chiefs of school budget management selected
with a stratified random sampling. The research instrument was 39 —item 5 level rating scale
questionnaires with a reliability of l0.89, along with the opened-questions and Focus group
discussions were used. The statistics used for analyzing data were mean, percentage, standard
deviation and t-test.

The results were found as follows:

1. The problems of school budget management under the office of Buriram
Primary Education Service Area 1 were found in low level both in total and individual.

2. The comparison on the opinions of school administrators and chiefs of school
budget management under the office of Buriram Primary Education Service Area 1 about the
problems of school budget management classified by positions were found to be no

difference found both in total and individual.

3. The comparison on the opinions of school administrators and chiefs of school



budget management under the office of Buriram Primary Education Service Area 1 about the
problems of school budget management classified by school sizes were found to be no

difference found both in total and individual.

4. The school administrators and chiefs of school budget management offered that
the schools under the office of Buriram Primary Education Service Area [ should be
developed the teachers who were in charge of budget management. The budget management

of schools should be always checked continuously.
