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ABSTRACT

The objective of this independent study was to survey and compare the
comprehension of roles and functions of sub-district administrative organization members,
4 case study of Khwao Sub-District Administrative Organization, Muang District, Maha
Sarakham Province regarding gender, age, educational background and work experience,
and find suggestions for complete understanding of the roles and functions of Khwao sub-
district administrative organization members. The {arget population was 48 officers of the
Khwao Sub-District Administrative Organization, Muang District, Maha Sarakham
Province during 1999-2013. The research instrument was an assessment form of the
comprehension with .94 reliability value. The data were analyzed by the computer program.
The statistics used were percentage and frequency.

Results of the research

1. The research finding indicated that the average level of the comprehension of
the members was moderate. The two high-rate-levels of the understanding were proposing
the draft sub-district regulation and the regulations. The three moderate-rate-levels of the
comprehension were issuing regulations, folowing up the administration of executive
members, and approval of the sub-district development plan. The three fow-rate-levels of

the understanding were discussion of the administration of the sub-district administrative




organization council, attendance of the meeting of the sub-district administrative
organization council and a question section.

2. The finding showed that the gender, age, educational background and work
experience of the respondents did not refate significantly to their understanding of roles and
functions at the .01 level.

3. Regarding the suggestion, it is concluded that the members should study and
understand the regulations completely. The members should be encouraged to keep on their
roles and functions. They should participate in all activities of the sub-district

administrative organization to achieve the major goal of the organization.
