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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to 1. develop lesson plans using the skill Practice Exercises that
met the required 80/80 efficiency criterion in developing Prathomsueksa Il students” skills in
pronouncing words with the consonant cluster sounds ‘3 0 °, 2. study the effectiveness
index of the Skill Practice Exercises for Prathomsueksa II students, 3. compare the students’
achievements before and after learning through use of the Skill Practice Exercises, and 4.
assess the students’ satisfaction with the Skill Practice Exercises. Subjects for this study were
18 Prathomsueksa IT students studying in the first semester of the academic year 2011 at Ban
Nong Hin School, Maha Sarakham Office of Primary Education Area 1. The instruments
used in this research were 6 Sets of Skill Practice Exercises, a 3-choice achievement test,

a questionnaire for assessing the students’ satisfaction with the Skill practice Exercises, and
an evaluation form for experts to evaluate the Skill Practice Exercises. The statistics used for
analyzing data were percentage, mean, standard deviation, and t-test (Dependent Sample) for
testing the research hypotheses.

Findings of the study are as follows:

1. Studying the efficiency index of the Skill Practice exercises for Prathomsucksa
Il students revealed that the students’ average formative test score was 86.11 and the average
summative test score was 84.11; that is, the efficiency index of the Skill Practice Exercises

was 86.11/84.81, which was higher than the established 80/80 criterion,



2. The effectiveness index of the Skill Practice Exercises for Prathomsueksa 11
students learning to pronounce words with the consonant cluster sounds ‘3 01 3" was 0.7363,
indicating that the students’ learning achievement increased by 73.63 %.

3. Comparison of the students’ pre-test and post-test achievements revealed that
the students’ average post-test score (25.44) was higher than their average pre-test score
(12.72). There was a statistically significant difference at the .05 level.

4. The students’ overall satisfaction with the Skill Practice Exercises was found at
the highest level; and when specific items were studied, the results showed their satisfaction
with the following items, arranged in a descending order: Studying with the Skill Practice
Exercises increased their understanding in pronouncing words with the consonant cluster
sounds ‘3 & 7", they had more positive attitude towards learning Thai; and the Skill Practice

Exercises were produced with the appropriate font size.
