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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to 1) developing of lesson ptans
on Thai reading comprehension for Prathom Suksa four student through
The DR-TA (Directed Reading- Thinking Activity) Instruction, based on the
standard criteria of 80/80 2) developing achievement on Thai reading
comprehension of prathom suksa four students 3) study satisfaction of
students who learned Thai reading comprehension of prathom suksa four
students through The DR-TA (Directed Reading- Thinking Activity} Instruction.
The target group of the research consisted of 11 Prathom Suksa 4
students in bankhow “Rathprachavitthayakhon” school. The One Group
Pre-test and Post-test Design was used in the study.The instruments used
in this study included 7 of Thai reading comprehension tesson plans,

35 item of learning achievement test and 15 item of questionnaires on
satisfaction towards instruction. The cotlected data were analyzed by
percentage, arithmetic means, standard deviation, mean difference and
t-test. The research findings were as followings :

1. The lesson plans on Thai reading comprehension for Prathom
Suksa four student through The DR-TA (Directed Reading- Thinking Activity)
Instruction was E1/E2 = 87.79/93.77 which were above the criteria of
E1/E2 = 80/80.



2. Achievernent on Thai reading comprehension of prathom suksa
four students through The DR-TA (Directed Reading- Thinking Activity)
Instruction use was significantly higher than before at .01 level.

3. The satisfaction of the students who learned Thai reading
comprehension of prathom suksa four students through The DR-TA

(Directed Reading- Thinking Activity) Instruction was at the high level.
