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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the independent study were to survey public opinions towards the
administrative roles of mayor in Huanakham Sub-District, Yang Talard liism'ct, Katasin
Province, to compare the opinion of people towards the administrative roles of the mayor
regarding educational background and election zone and to find some useful suggestions for the
administration. The survey research was employed for this study. The samples were three
hundred and forty eight family leaders in Huanakham Sub-District, Yang Talard District, Kalasin
Province who were over 18 years old. The instruments was a questionnaire with .96 reliability

index. The statistics used were percentage, mean, standard deviation and t-test/F-test.

Results of the research were as follows:

1. The finding showed that the average level of the public opinion towards the
administrative roles of the mayo was very high (X =4.59 ; S.D. = .251). The seven high levels of
the administration were infrastructure (X=4.62;S.D.=.329), investment and tourism (X=
4.62 ; S.D. = .335), religion, culture, tradition including local wisdom (X=4.62;8.D.=.343),
supporting management for government section (X =4.62;S.D.=.313), life quality
development (X=4.58 ; S.D. =.346), natural resource preservation (X=4.56;8.D.=.352)
and security of community(—fi= 4,53 ; S.D. =.359).

2. The finding indicated that the average level of the public opinion on the
administrative roles regarding the different educational background and different election zone
was significantly different at the .05 level. Regarding the different educational background, the
finding showed that the average level of the public opinion on life quality development, natural
resource preservation, religion, culture, tradition including local wisdom, and supporting

management for government section was significantly different at the .05 level.



3. Inregard to the suggestion, it is concluded that concrete roads should be built and the
electricity should be provided in community. The budget should be provided more for life quality
development. The security should be sirict especially in local fairs. Tourist attractions in
community should be promoted widely to the public. The garbage storage should be available in
community, and people in community should be responsible for environmental preservation. The

should be local learning centers in community.
