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Abstract

This research aims fo study and compare the roles of participation level for
educational administration and the suggestions for the roles of participation in School
Management of Basic education Institution Comunittee of school in The Secondary Education
Service Area Office 26 as a whole and aspect. The samples used in the study are 398 school
commitices from stratified random sampling using Krejcic and Morgan (able. The instrument
used for collecting data in the first period was 40-item-rating-scale questionnaire with

reliability at 0.97. The data was analyzed by its percentage, mean and SD. The statistic

testing hypothesis was the Independent Sample t-lest and F-test. When differenceswere

f
found with statistical significance, they were analyzed in paired test by using Scheffe
technique. In the second period, the data was collected from the interview and analyzed by

the descriptive analysismethod.

The results of the research were as follow;

1. The level of school committees * participation in education administration as
a whole and aspect were at a high level ranging by its mean from highest to the lowest as;
general administration, academic management, personal management and budget

management.



2. The comparison of the level of the commiftees’ participation in educational
administration among different-sized and different status schools were found of
no differences.

3. The school committees suggested about the roles of participation in educational
administration as foliow;

3.1 In academic management, schools should provide training programs
instructed by specialists from outside the organization for teachers in schools. School
committees should take more parts in academic management by bringing and putting local
wisdom into learning in order to get students learn more about their communities.

3.2 In budget management, school should manage and allocate budget ranging
by the most important to least important as well as let school committees take parts in budget
management and fund raising in order to make school administration work effectively.

3.3 In personal management, schools should provide training programs for
teachers in schools as well as promote them to participate or attend other training programs.
Schools should also promote teachers’ working spirit in order to make teachers work as their
highest potential, and provide enough teachers for each responsibility. School committees
should take parts in planning for school management including broadcasting about good

teachers.

3.4 In general administration, school should specify exact frameworks for each
department, and put suitable persons for the right job in order to get them work functionally.

Likewise, school should let school committees take parts in providing learning sources,

school maintenances and schoot fund raising.
