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Abstract

This research aims to 1. Create critical thinking through reading and communicative
writing evaluation model. 2. Check the effectiveness of critical thinking through reading and
communicative writing evaluation model. 3. Examine critical thinking through reading and
communicative writing proficiency of Mattayomsuksa 3 students. 3.

The sample populations in this study are 157 Mattayomsuksa 3 students from
different 6 schools, studying the 1™ semester of 2012 academic year in the Secondary
FEducational Service Area 27" The sampling method used was Multi-Stage Random Sampling.
Evaluation model includes critical thinking through reading and communicative writing tests
which is divided in 2 parts. Part 1 is critical thinking multiple choices with 50 items test. And
part 2 is communicative writing subjective test in 10 questions.

Research findings are

. Critical thinking through and communicative writing evaluating model part 1
has its index of item objective (IOC)between the definitions and content of the evaluating
model in eritical thinking through reading and communicative writing of Mattayomsuksa 3
students. And it reaches content validity in range of .05 to 1.00. Difficulties rate in each
question items from .22 to .58. Discrimination is from .20 to .68 and reliability for .76.

2. Evaluating model of critical thinking through reading and communicative

writing part 2 has index of item objective (IOC) 1.00 in every item. The difficultyrates cach



item is in .32 to .58 and difficulty index are from .32 to .76, and reliability is .72. And the
score from 2 specialized observers has reliabifity (RAI) in .96.

3. The result of testing sample students” eritical thinking through reading and
cominunicative writing is approximately 62.8. There are 17 students couldn’t pass the test
(test level 0). There are 75 students passed the test in the 1° level, 63 students have passed the
2™ level and there are 2 students passed in the 3" level. The number of students who couldn’t
pass the test is 10.83 percentages.

To conclude, the created critical thinking through and communicative writing
evaluation model of 157 Mattayomsuksa 3 students based on 2551 national curriculum of
schools in Secondary Educational Service Area 27" Office are able to be applied to evaluate
Mattayomsuksa 3 students” critical thinking through reading and communicative writing and
also to be used as a model of making evaluation tools to examine students’ critical thinking

through reading and communicative writing in other grade levels as well.
