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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were aimed to: 1. compare early childhood children’ s self-
confidence at pre-test session with the post-test one after organizing their movement activities and
rhythm complementary to their performance, 2. gauge their satisfaction with their movement
activities and rhythm complementary to their performance, The target group used for conducting
the research was selected with the purposive sampling, comprised of 16 kindergarten children of
2nd year class, aged 6-7 years, nurtured at Ban Thoed Thai School in Roi Et s Thung Khao Luang
district. The research instruments included 1) the integrated plan for their movement activities and
thythm complementary to their performance, 2) the self-confidence form for cvaluating the
behaviours, 3) the questionnaire form for assessing their satisfaction, The statistical tools utilized
for computing data included arithmetic mean (i ), standard deviation (8.D.) and t-test

(Dependemt)
The research findings were the following,

1. The early childhood children with their organized experiences after the
post-test session had their self confidence more than those before the pre-test session, with the
statistical significance at .01.

2. Their satisfaction with development their self-developments through organizing
movement activities ant rhythm complementary to their performance was of the arithmetic mean
at 2.74, which they liked it at “ very good level * having such first three highest orders as
enjoying drawing, coloring, tearing, cutting, patching up pictures and shaping the play dough

(X =2.90); enjoying postures accompanied with sounds of the songs, Music and instruments



(i =2.90); and willingly enjoying working with others (“)Z =2.86).
