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ABSTRACT

This research was aimed at investigating the current situations in adopting
the principle of Self-Sufficiency Economy Philosophy to educational administration in
the schools under the supervision of the Office of Secondary Educational Service Area
26, comparing the opinions of administrators to those of teachers in adopting the
principle of Self-Sufficiency Economy Philosophy to educational administration in the
schools of different sizes, and studying the findings and suggestions following the
adoption. The research used a mixed research methodology for data collection and
analysis and was divided into two phases. The first phase was an investigation of the
current situations in adopting the principle of Self-Sufficiency Economy Philosophy.
The sample group consisted of 396 administrators and teachers from schools under
the supervision of the Office of Secondary Educational Service Area 26 in academic
year 2012, The second phasc was a study of the development strategies for the
implementation of the principle of Self-Sufficiency Economy Philosophy in educational
administration in the schools under the supervision of the Office of Secondary
Educational Service Area 26. The target group was administrators from the model

schools in adopting the Self-Sufficiency Economy Philosophy.




The research results revealed the followings:

1. The adoption of the principle of Sclf-Sufficiency Economy Philosophy
to educational administration of schools under the supervision of the Office of
Secondary Educational Service Area 26 as a whole and each aspect was at a moderate
level ranging from educational administration, curriculum and instruction, outcomes or
achievement, learner-development activities and personnel development respectively.

2. When comparing the opinions on the adoption of the principle of Self-
Sufficiency Economy Philosophy to educational administration in the schools under the
supervision of the Office of Sccondary Educational Service Area 26, it was found that
the opinions of both parties were not different.

3. Comparing the adoption of the principle of Self-Sufficiency Economy
Philosophy to educational administration in the schools under the supervision of the
Oftice of Secondary Educational Service Area 26 in terms of sizes, the overall result
was not different. When considering by aspect, it was revealed that the level of
educational administration was different from the level of learner development activities
with a statistical significance at .05 level,

4. The suggestions for adopting the principle of Self-Sufficiency Economy
Philosophy to educational administration in the schools under the supervision of the
Office of Secondary Educational Service Area 26 more efficiently included : 1) each
school should have a clear project on Qutstanding Schools or Best Practice Schools
and evaluate the projects continuously; 2) each school should evaluate the projects for
further development and organize a field trip for students to local learning centers and
some curriculum supplementary activities on Self-Sufficiency Economy Philosophy ;

3) each school should organize a study visit to a sample center for the adoption of the
principle of Self-Sufficiency Economy Philosophy and 4) each school should promote
outstanding families in adopting the principles on Self-Sufficiency Economy Philosophy in
the communities and take the evaluation results on promoting and mnstilling ethics into
continuous practices for sustainable benefits in adopting the principle of Self-
