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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to survey the level of participation in planning a

secondary school curriculum of the basic education committee under Nongkhai Educational

Service Area 2, and to compare the level of participation in planning secondary school

curriculum regarding positions of the Basic Education Committee, The samples were one

hundred seventy three members of the Basic Education Committee from secondary schools

under Nongkhai Educational Service Area 2, Taro Yamane was employed to calculate the

sample size. The data were analyzed by computer program. The stafistics used were mean,

standard deviation and t-test. The instrument was a questionnaire with .96 reliability index

consisting of two parts: 1) personal information, and 2) level of participation.

Resulis of the research were as follows :

1. The finding showed that the average level of the participation in designing

secondary school curriculum of the basic education committee was high. Three highest levels

of the participation were developing a support system, creating vision, mission, goal and

required qualities, and leaming activity design. Three high levels of the participation were

creating school curriculums, learning design, design of an instructional model, methods and



criteria for decision, evaluation and academic documents, school curriculum structure. The
lowest level of the participation was creating curriculum contents.

2. The finding indicated that the participatory level of the basic education
Committee regarding the members from outside and inside schools was significantly different
at the .05 level. The participation of the basic education committee in designing school
curriculum structure, creating curriculum contents, instructional design, designing student
development activities, designing an sastructional model, methods and criteria for decision,
vatuation and acadernic documents, organizing curriculum contents was significantly
different at the .05 level. Whereas, the participation of the basic cducation committee in
creating vision, [ission, goal and required qualities, and development supportive systerm was

not significantly different at the .05 level.
