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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study and to compare the expectation” elder on the state
welfare at Buoban sub-district municipality, Yantalang district, Kalasin province classifies by
gender, occupation, family sized, the religious activities participation frequency. Including,
the useful suggestion about the expectation’ elder on the stake welfare, The samnple was 326
elders living in the Buoban sub-district municipality, Yantalang district, Kalasin province;
they were selected by simple random sampling. The instrument was the five rating scale
questionnaire with 0.98 of 1_-eIiabi1ity. The statistics were frequency, percentage, mean,
standard deviation, ¢-test (independent samples) and F-test (One Way ANOVA).

The research results were found as follows;

1. The expectation’ elder on the state welfare at Buoban sub-district municipality,
Yantalang district, Kalasin province as overall and all aspect were at higher level, soting
arithmetic mean from highest to lowest; the income and working stability, the recreation /
culture and society, the healthy, the education respectively.

2. The elder who was difference of gender, occupation and the religious activities
participation frequency had an expectation of the state welfare at Buoban sub-district
municipality, Yantalang district, Kalasin province as overall indifferénce, considering each

aspect found elder clifférencing of the religious activities participation frequency had an



healthy expectation difference statistically significant at .05 levels. Besides, the elder from
difference family sized had an overall and all aspect of expectation difference statistically
significant at .05 levels.

3. The useful suggestions found that distributing of money or benefits is not fair/not
covered/not thorough, cost of living of the elderly are not sufficient, thus, there should be
salaries or exclusive to the elderly, increase the allowance to the elderly, cremation to help
the elderly, and establish the professional groups such as the elderly cows/group weaving and
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
