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ABSTRACT

 The objectives of this rescarch were to study the factors aftecting juvenile’s offense in
the jurisdiction of the juvenile and family court, Mahasarakham province, including, study the
ways to prevent and solving the problem to juvenile’s offense in the jurisdiction of the juvenile
and family court Mahasarakham province. The sample was the juveniles who as a defendant of
Juvenile and family court eriminal Mahasarakham province consist of 167 persons. The statistics
were frequency, percentage, arithmetic mean and standard deviation, Multiple Linear Regression
Analysis. Approaches to prevent and solving the juvenile’s offense in Mahasarakham province

was used by the Content Analysis.
The results of the study were as follows;

1. Juvenile offender in area of the Juvenile and Family Court jurisdiction Province,
most of the penalties for drug offenses (13.17 %), the light sentence in 4 case of larceny majority
(15.57 %).

2. The factors affecting the Juvenile’s offense in the power area of the
Mahasarakham provincian Juvenile and Family Court jurisdiction were the mental factor
(the motivating reason to decide the offense) and the personal factor (the age while offenses);
the multiple correlation coefficient were 0.206 and -0.178. These variables cound explaine for
69 % (R'=0.600, ¥ = 6.113)

3. Approaches to prevent and sdving the juvenile’s offense in Mahasarakham

found that; the family foundation should give love; care to create a good relationship with each



other.The Juvenile and Family Court should develop the mind of the juvenile offenders by

rehabilitation training professional development to create goals for children and youth.
