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Abstract

The objective of this study was to 1) study the folk music clarinet Phu Thai process
by local wisdom consists of the characteristics and showed demonstration of Phu Thai
clarinet. 2 ) The development of folk music and Phu Thai clarinet, and 3) to study the
satisfaction to learning of Phu Thai folk music. The tools used in this research are the
interviews, conservation group, diaries, evaluation of Phu Thai folk music process,
satisfaction form, camera and microsoft word program. The sample group
of this research include I local clarinet Phu Thai teacher, the | teacher of learning the art in
Sri Kut Wa Reungwhate school, the 10 students at matthayom3, the 5 parent of Phu Thai
fine art students, the 3 teachers of art learning in Sri Kut Wa Reungwhate school and the 5
committees of Sri Kut Wa Reungwhate school . The statistics of this study are percent and
average.

The results showed that

1. The process of transcribing Phu Thai folk music by local wisdom
including 3 step are (1) narrative (2) to make and (3) the following, which has average level
each 17.8 and 87.5 percent.
