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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study educational management of Child Development
Centers under Kalasin Local Municipal Administrations, compare the opinion of the
supporting group and that of the practice group, and study their suggestions and
guidelines for improving educational management of these Child Development
Centers according to Basic Education Standards of Local Administration Department,
This research was conducted in 2 phases: Phase | was studying the level of
educational management of Child Development Centers. The sample size for this
phase, which was determined by using the Krejcie and Morgan Table, consisted of
67 respondents of the supporting group and 210 from the practice group, making the
total of 277 respondents; the instrument used for collecting data was discrimination
power between 0.70 - 0.89 and rating-scale questionnaire of .98 reliability; and a
computer software program was used to analyze the collected data to determine
frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation; and t-test was used for testing
the hypotheses. Phase Il was studying suggestions and guidelines for improving
educational management of these Child Development Centers according to Basic
Education Standards of Local Administration Department. The target group consisted
of 10 informants of best practice in Child Development Centers, from both the
supporting and practice groups; the instrument used was an interview form, and
data were descriptively analyzed and presented.

Research findings are as follows:

1. The overall condition of educational management of Child
Development Centers in the opinions of the educational supporting and practice
groups was found at the high level (X = 4.22). The following specific aspects were

found in a descending order as follows: academic affairs and curricular activities,



support from alt community sectors, buildings, environment & security, personnel,
supporting networks of early childhood development, and management of Chitd
Development Centers,

2. Comparison of the opinion of the supporting group and that of the
practice group revealed that there was a significant difference in their opinions, of
both overall and specific aspects, regarding educationat management of Child
Developrment Centers in Kalasin, determined at the .05 level of statistical
significance.

3. The informants' suggestions and suidelines for improving Child
Development Centers are the following: there should be development policies
covering all the aspects such as personnel and budgeting; there should be
coordination and cooperation with the local community and concerned agencies;
and personnel development should be regularly and continuously implemented and

promoted.
