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Abstract

The research aimed to: 1) study the state of problems, needs and
suggestions on development of learning sources; 2) study the development of
learning sources; 3) study the satisfaction with the participatory development of
the learning sources in Watbansamranrat School, Buriram Office of Primary
Education Service Area 4. The target group consisted of 22 co-researchers and
126 informants. The research process employed participatory action research
rmethodology basing on Deming’s quality cycle process which comprises Plan, Do,
Check and Act. The instruments used in the collection of data consisted of an
interview form, an observation form, and a satisfaction evaluation form. The data
were analyzed with a descriptive analysis, and the basic statistics used were
percentage, mean, and standard deviation.

The resutlts are as follows :

1. The study of the state of problems, needs and suggestions on
development of learning sources in Watbansamranrat School revealed: 1)
regarding the state of problems, the learning atmosphere did not nurture
instruction; equipments and instruments were inadequate; there was a lack of
participation in planning, follow up and evaluation; 2) regarding the needs, there
were needs for learning sources that nurture instruction with media and
equipments ready for use which were a mushroom shed, vegetable plots, a
library, and a computer roorn; 3) regarding suggestions, the following suggestions

were made: develop the existing learning sources, motivate the teachers and



students to use the learning sources, having the administrative system basing on
the PDCA process, and having participatory planning.

2. The results of the development revealed that the mushroom shed,
the vegetable plots, the library, and the computer room were better developed
and they responded to the needs of the teachers, students, school board, and
parents, after all, all concerned parties participated in every step of the
development.

3. The satisfaction of concerned parties which included the teachers,
students, school board and parents, on the whole and by aspect, was in the
highest level with the mean of 4.65.
