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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were: 1) to develop the instructional model for
creativewriting, Pratomsuksa 3, and 2) to study the effect of usage in instructional model for
creative writing, Pratomsuksa 3. There were 2 Phases of this study. Phase 1, the
development of instructional model for creative writing, Pratomsuksa 3, the samples were
obtained from 192 population including 64 heads, 64 heads of thai language learning areas,
and 64 teacher of thai language learning areas, 5 key informants. Phase 2, the usage of
instructional model for creative writing, Pratomsuksa 3, with 2 classes of Mahasarakam
Kindergarten School. Forty-six Students were assigned into the experimental group. Forty-
five Students were assigned into the control group. The research instruments for data
collection were the Questionnaire, the Model Evaluative Form, the Test, and the Satisfaction
Evaluative Form. Data were analyzed by calculating the Mean, and Standard Deviation for
Quantitative Data, and finding the Content Analysis for Qualitative Data. The research
findings found that:

1. The instructional model for creative writing, Pratomsuksa 3, consisted of
7 components including : 1) the principle and concept of the model ; 2) the objective of the
model; 3) the instructional process, there were 5 steps; 3.1) the Preparation Step, 3.2) the
Introduction Step, 3.3) the Teaching Step. There were sub-steps as follows : the preparation
for writing, the written content outlining by using concept map including: (the key words
writing, the classification of main idea and sub-ordinate idea, the broad ideas were ranked on

the top, and the sub-ordinate ideas were in the second order. The same level of ideas were



organized in the same group, the details of each branch was written, the ideas were connected
by drawing the line, the associated word or statements were written, and the colored lines
were decorated to be beautiful, the ranked content statements in each branch were drafting),
the Step of performance checking, the Step of organization and revision, and the Step of
establishment of complete writing. 3.4) the lesson conclusions, and 3.5) the Step of group
performance evaluation;

4) the role of the teacher; 5) the role of the student; 6) the learning atmosphere; and

7) measurement and evaluation.

2. For instructional model for creative writing, Pratomsuksa 3, the efficiency
was = 82.78/80.14 as the specified criterion.

3. The experimental group taught by using the instructional model for creative
writing, Pratomsuksa 3, the mean value was significantly higher than those of the control
group at .05 level as the research hypothesis.

4. The students’ satisfaction on learning by using the instructional model for

creative writing, Pratomsuksa 3, in overall, was in “High” level. (X =4.17, S.D.=0.12)
