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ABSTRACT

The research aimed to develop and assess the problem-based learning model for
communicative English writing competency in an undergraduate level. The research was
divided into 2 phases: 1) development of the problem-based Ilearning model for
communicative English writing competency, and 2) effectiveness assessment of the
instructional model through the action research. The target population was 11 3 year
student s majoring English of the faculty of Education, Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya
University, Surin Campus. They were selected by the purposive sampling technique. The
instrument was 1) the problem-based leamning model of communicative English writing
competency, 2} 14 lesson plans, 3) 30 items of multiple-choice writing competency test with
4 choices and 4 items of subjective test. The statistics used for data analysis were percentage,

mean, and standard deviation, and content analysis was employed for qualitative data.

Results of the research were as follows:

1. The study showed that the instructional model consisted of three steps: model
design, 2) model development, and model assessment. The key components of the problem-
based learning model included 1) instructional concept, 2) objectives, 3) contents, 4) learning
activities, 5) teaching materials and 6) evaluation. Regarding the quality of the instructional

model, the findings indicated that the IOC index of the model as 1.00 and the overall



appropriateness of the model assessed by the experts was at the highest level (§:4.70:
5.D.=1.36). |

2. Regarding the effectiveness of the instructional model, the findings showed
that the model was implemented to the target students in three cycles. The average scores of
cycle 1, 2 and 3 were 17.00 points {85%), 17.27 points (8.6.35%) and 17.55 points (87.75%).
Additionally, the overall English writing competency of all students was higher than the
assigned criteria (70%).Lastly, the overall satisfaction of the students with the problem-based
learning model of English writing competency for communication was at the highest level

(X =4.78: S.D.=0.19).
